Expectations 
 
 
My expectation is for Maddie to progress in the general education curriculum for fifth 
graders.  Do I expect her to learn and be successful with every single aspect?  No, but I 
do expect her to learn something.  I expect that she will be respected as an individual, 
afforded accommodations to allow meaningful participation, and included in all 
activities.  It is equally important for Maddie to be accepted by her peers.  
 
Maddie will have a one-on-one aide for the majority of the day.  Peer support is more 
natural and if possible preferred.  The aide is there to support Maddie’s learning, not to 
supplant the role of the teacher.  In the past, Maddie’s aide was able to assist the teacher 
and help with the other students too.  This helps Maddie with independence and self-
discipline, and keeps her from becoming too attached/ dependant.  Each year the level of 
support has been faded and Maddie can participate with less direct adult support. 
 
Increasing communication is a big goal for Maddie, something we are always working 
on.  I believe more use of technology would net more literacy skills, more opportunities 
for authentic communication, and more meaningful learning experiences.
